Dear Family; 

Understanding geographical concepts begins 
with a child’s ability to notice, examine, and 
think about his or her own environment. 
Spend some time with your child talking 
about the community in which you live. It is 
a busy place or a quiet place, a small town 
or large city? What features distinguish it 
from other places? Are there mountains, 
hills, beaches, or lakes? 

Show your child a map of your community 
and talk about the symbols in the legend. 
Explore what a legend is and does. Which 
symbols represent roads? water? parks and 
other recreational places? Are there any 
other symbols on the map?
